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Board of Regents Approves Employee Raises

The Seminole State College Board of Regents approved a salary increase
for all full-time employees, alongside the budget for the upcoming fiscal
year at their meeting on June 15, 2023. Following a directive from the
state legislature and the Oklahoma State Regents for Higher Education
related to new funding this year, faculty received significant increases in
pay with specific emphasis on positions in STEM, Health Sciences and
other high-demand competitive job market areas. While the new funds
for higher education institutions are earmarked for faculty pay increases,
SSC’s budget for the upcoming year also included a three percent increase
for all full-time professional and classified staft. The raises will be imple-
mented with no increase in student tuition.

This year we
announced another three percent raise
for all full-time employees. Additionally,
the state legislature approved a measure
that increases pay for all of our instruc-
tors with an emphasis on those teaching
in high-demand fields.

I want to extend my heartfelt appre-
ciation to every member of our college
family for their commitment, passion
and resilience.

I also want to thank the SSC Educa-
tional Foundation, our Board of Re-
gents and community supporters. The
Foundation has attracted major baseball
tournaments with the completion of the
BCM Sports Complex. The Board of
Regents always puts our students first in
each decision they make. These groups
also make it possible for us to host events
and bring more people to our campus.

Within these pages, I hope you will
join me in celebrating our successes, rec-
ognize the impact we have made, and
embrace the challenges that lie ahead.
Together, we grow. We extend beyond
what we once thought possible. I can’t
wait to see what our campus achieves in
the upcoming academic year.
