At their September 5 meeting, the 
Oklahoma State Regents for Higher Ed-
ucation approved Seminole State Col-
lege’s request to establish the Seminole 
State College Early College High School 
program. The new initiative will be 
launched in partnership with Seminole 
Public Schools, Shawnee Public Schools 
and The Academy of Seminole (TAOS).

The Early College program is set to 
begin in the Spring 2025 semester with 
an initial five-year approval period, con-
cluding at the end of the Spring 2030 
term. Freshmen students from Seminole 
High School, Shawnee High School and 
TAOS will be the first to enroll in the 
program.

The goal is to provide high school stu-
dents with the opportunity to graduate 
with both a high school diploma and an 
associate degree or certificate. The pro-
gram will be offered at little or no cost 

to students, helping reduce the time and 
financial burden required to complete a 
college degree.

“We are thrilled to bring this oppor-
tunity to local students,” President Lana 
Reynolds said. “By working closely with 
our partnering high schools, including 
administrators and counselors, we will 
ensure that students receive the support 
they need to succeed in both their high 
school and college courses.”

As part of the program’s evaluation, 
SSC will submit an interim report on 
outcomes to the State Regents following 
the Spring 2028 semester. A final report 
will be provided at the conclusion of 
the approval period, and based on the 
outcomes, the program may be renewed 
during the 2030-2031 academic year.

Full program details will be released 
when enrollment opens to high school 
students for the Spring semester.

The Seminole State College Board of 
Regents convened on Oct. 24 to accept 
the College’s annual external audit re-
port and ratify a Declaration of a State 
of Emergency due to damage to the SSC 
softball field.

The meeting began with a report 
from SSC President Lana Reynolds, 
who provided updates on recent and 
upcoming campus events. Reynolds also 
introduced STEM Division Vice Chair 
Wendy Rich. Rich provided an overview 
of the division and discussed different 
technologies professors have been imple-
menting in their classrooms, including 
simulators, drones and electrical engi-
neering kits.

The first item on the agenda was the 
acceptance of the 2024 fiscal year ex-
ternal audit, conducted by Hinkle and 

Company, P.C. Kirk Vanderslice, the 
Accounting and Auditing Director of 
the firm, presented the report to the 
Board. The audit covered College op-
erations from July 1, 2023, to June 30, 
2024. The Board’s Audit Committee, 
composed of Regents Curtis Morgan, 
Robyn Ready, and Teresa Burnett, re-
viewed the report prior to the full Board 
meeting. Vanderslice confirmed that no 
significant deficiencies or material weak-
nesses were identified, and an unquali-
fied, or clean, audit opinion was issued. 
The Board approved the audit report.

Next, the Board ratified a Declaration 
of a State of Emergency in response to 
significant damage to the SSC softball 
field complex. The complex sustained 
structural damage due to a wind, 
rain and hailstorm that struck 

parts of Seminole County on Sept. 24. 
The emergency declaration allowed for 
immediate action to assess and begin re-
pairs.

The final two action items concerned 
capital improvements. The Board re-
viewed bids for a motor pool secured 
parking lot and manikins for the Col-
lege’s federally funded nursing simula-
tion lab. The Board approved a bid from 
J & J Dozier Service Inc. for the secured
